Eligibility

To be eligible for this scholarship, graduating students must:

Be enrolled full-time (12 credit hours) in an accredited post-secondary program.
Submit a post-secondary transcript, along with their application, showing a
completed semester as a full-time student with passing grades.

Provide a brief essay (500 words or less) on what henefits have you realized through
the advancement of the Labor Movement.

Applicants pursuing a degree in a construction-related field will be considered for an
additional $500 in scholarship money.
